Dear Mr. Huerta:

The non-profit 501 C3 American Cinematheque is the property owner of the 1922 Egyptian Theatre at 6712 Hollywood
Boulevard. The portion of Selma, Las Palmas and McCadden that bound the Crossroads Project is behind our business.
We are writing in response to the DEIR. This project will have a serious negative impact on Los Angeles, Historic Cultural
Monument #584, the Egyptian Theatre. Due to the nature of our site-specific business, we cannot move it to another area
of the city.

 

We feel the intimate knowledge of this area that we have acquired over the course of our long-time presence in
Hollywood, coupled with the various presentations on the project that we have attended, we are in a qualified position to
comment on some of the issues that will directly impact our ability to conduct business in the area. Additionally we are
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attaching a survey of audience members on their perception of parking, traffic and safety in the immediate are
surrounding the Egyptian Theatre.

 

This development in its current incarnation is not what this area of Hollywood needs. We have serious concerns about the
lack of parking, increased congestion on the side streets of Selma, Las Palmas and McCadden, the increase in alcohol
sales (related to the density of intended night life uses) and noise interruption to our business.

 

To elaborate, these side streets were never meant to cater to 960 temporary and permanent residents on one side of the
street, ADDED to the density created by the other development projects on the opposite (north) side of Selma Avenue.
This influx in population is enormous when you calculate the overall number of people who will be fighting for space in an
already crowded vehicle AND pedestrian zone. Additionally, to the east there is more development in and around the side
street, Selma Avenue, which will cause even more congestion.

 

As referenced above, we urge the city to take into consideration that there is not just the impact of this one development
to consider. There are four blocks (3 which are currently already under construction) in this immediate area, that are
being developed by other developers – all on this tiny little side street (Selma Avenue) that was originally developed as a
street populated with bungalow residences and churches.

 

CEQA “requires public agencies to deny approval of a project with significant adverse effects when feasible alternatives
or feasible mitigation measures can substantially lessen such effects.”  As part of the environment Historic Cultural
Monuments such as ours have to be considered when a project such as this goes under review. There are alternatives in
the EIR that should strongly be considered. It is not in the city’s interest to have one more vacant building on Hollywood
Boulevard. The future of the Egyptian Theatre depends on sensible planning.

 

In high tourist season, there is already a significant pedestrian “traffic jam” on Hollywood Boulevard. With all of these new
developments, there will  come a time, when one has to wait through a few traffic light cycles to simply WALK across the
street at Hollywood and Highland. There could well be a theme park caliber line just to cross the street! Can this area
really accommodate this type of density and sustain permanent residents? 

 

PARKING:

 

Our business needs parking to serve our customers. This development would be an ideal place for affordable community
parking like that in Pasadena and Santa Monica. The current one hour parking at the meters is not enough time to dine or
attend a movie. The parking lots change their prices depending on events in the area and patrons have said they are
paying between $15 and $25 to park. A year ago it was $8-10. This does not promote a healthy environment for
commerce, when there is nowhere to park.

 

The heritage businesses on Hollywood Boulevard, as well as Sunset Boulevard, historically never had parking. But
historically, there have been independent parking lots. Until now…

 

There were three parking lots in the McCadden/Las Palmas intersections of Selma Avenue on January 1, 2017. The lot
bordering McCadden Place is now under development. The lot bordering Las Palmas on the west (behind us) is slated to
go under development in the near future and the lot on the east side of Las Palmas is likely to be sold for development.
Further down Selma at Schrader and Las Palmas, the parking lot near the YMCA also closed this year for undisclosed
reasons. Last year we lost the parking lot at Cherokee and Selma, where an apartment building now stands. The parking
lot at Hollywood and Highland is not easily accessible due to the current congestion along Highland. Many people avoid
it.

 



None of these developments have allotted significant space for community parking. It is unclear if the
Crossroads Project has even calculated enough spaces for their own needs. They seem to be banking on the
fact that a large portion of their clientele will not use cars.

 

The parking lot directly behind us (about to be developed) has been a parking lot since 1929. Contemporary City
Planners must take into consideration that when this area was developed, Los Angeles had a very comprehensive street
car system with numerous arteries that blanketed the city. We have historic photos of track on the Boulevard in front of
our business. Despite the very functional street cars, by at least 1929 an automobile parking lot had opened behind what
was, at the time, a 1,700-seat Egyptian Theatre.

 

The city infamously removed that street car line in the 1950s and this action went on to create perhaps the most die-hard
culture of personal automobile owners in the world. While the city can remove a city run transportation line on a whim, the
city cannot eradicate a century of car culture in a city of such immense geography, all  in a few short years. There has to
be a plan to phase out automobile dependence, that first creates a robust underground transportation network.

 

We are providing you with a survey of our patrons, who voluntarily answered questions about their parking and
transportation habits. It was not a surprise to us that the top concerns were inconvenient and/or available
parking, the cost of parking and traffic congestion that makes it difficult to get into the area surrounding the
Egyptian Theatre.

 

We have many long-time patrons who are now quite elderly. It saddens us that the Hollywood area has become
increasingly unfriendly to elderly and disabled patrons who will stop coming to the theatre, when they can’t park behind
the theatre and easily enter through the back. We also have employees with mobility issues.

 

If the city is to greenlight a mega-development, it seems only logical to provide community benefits such as
parking. This development is ideally located in an area that can service this section of the Boulevard.

TRAFFIC CONGESTION:

 

Hollywood area businesses already hear complaints from customers who experience significant delays due to traffic
backed up on Highland, Selma and Las Palmas on Hollywood Bowl nights or when there is a movie premiere at the
Chinese Theatre or even the Cinerama Dome on Sunset. The traffic patterns are all interconnected for several miles
around as this DEIR indicates. Ask anyone who has attempted to get somewhere during the Hollywood Christmas
Parade (we now close on this day as it isn’t even possible to enter the Egyptian on foot from a reasonable vantage point)
how difficult it is. The street closures are frequent, but we as a community roll with it, because it is temporary and it is
tradition (premieres, parade). 365 days a year of bottleneck traffic is not tolerable.

 

The existing traffic on a normal day or night, can make it possible for our employees to wait about ten minutes just to turn
left into the surface parking lot that our staff members currently use on Las Palmas. Las Palmas is already being utilized
as a major thoroughfare, because Highland is so congested. The developer cites 22 intersections that this project will
impact and most of them already have an F rating. It doesn’t help that large construction vehicles are also currently
clogging up these side streets as they service all the development that is happening simultaneously in the area.

 

We hear our audience complain about this all the time. The hassle to get into the area and to find parking adds a
significant amount of time onto their attempts to visit to the Egyptian. One regular patron even says he leaves
home three hours early to reach the Egyptian, so he has time to deal with all of the potential obstacles (traffic, difficult
parking), and he doesn’t arrive late to a show. A visit to the Egyptian Theatre, especially when we have a filmmaker in
person, is such a coveted experience, people make a great effort to get to the theatre. But we fear that not enough
people will make such a valiant effort to get there, down the line.

 



NOISE & VANDALISM:

 

Blessed Sacrament Church, Crossroads of the World, the Baptist Church, the Scientology building in the former Christy
Hotel building on Hollywood Boulevard and the complex of three garden apartment buildings off Selma - have been our
neighbors for decades. We could not ask for better neighbors.

 

We have not been so lucky with the clubs on Las Palmas. These clubs, like the Las Vegas style hotel with 22 liquor
licenses (as planned) and 6 live performance permits, will bring in more of an element that isn’t good for Hollywood. The
people who come into Hollywood for a “good time” are the ones that break bottles in the parking lot, come onto our
property to urinate, vandalize our property with graffiti, leave garbage, heckle our patrons and vomit outside their cars
(yes, they DO DRIVE TO HOLLYWOOD – we can vouch for that). There are also loud fights in the street on occasion, but
everyone knows that there are not enough police officers available in Hollywood, so no one bothers to call 911 over these
types of annoyances.

 

The focus of the “Crossroads Project,” hotel, which has been described as Las Vegas style entertainment, will greatly
increase alcohol and drug impaired judgement induced vandalism and other crimes. The increased noise from music and
“partiers” will be heard through the walls of our theatre, thus interrupting our business, which, obviously depends on the
audience being able to hear the soundtrack of the movie. We pity the people who buy or rent in this building. How long
will they be able to stand living on the “Vegas Strip in L.A.?”

 

We have recently been getting increased reports from our patrons about night club goers standing in the street and
blocking automobile exits on Las Palmas so that our patrons can’t get in or out of the parking lot. The club security isn’t
managing the crowds in an appropriate manner. This type of activity will only worsen with even larger night clubs drawing
a similar demographic  of “party animals” into the area. If these venues can hold one thousand people instead of a few
hundred, crowd control becomes a much more demanding situation.

 

Noise from a rooftop bar atop the planned development will clearly carry into our theatre. Especially music with a
throbbing bass line. The recent Brazilian Festival Parade that went down McCadden, which is normally a quiet street,
could be heard loud and clear in our auditorium during a screening. Ironically, we were showing a silent film.

Our business depends on being able to show a film that our audience can hear.

 

WHAT WE KNOW ABOUT HOLLYWOOD:

 

We have observed people who likely haven’t set foot in Hollywood in 25 years, conjecture on social media that the area is
derelict, blighted, full of prostitutes and drug dealers, not to mention tons of homeless people. This is not true. Prostitution
went online 20 years ago. We have not seen a prostitute around here in decades. Because of the churches and the
apartment residences, on a night that the clubs aren’t going strong, Selma Avenue is a quiet street. We do acknowledge
that a homeless encampment like we had never seen in the nearly 20 years since we re-opened the Egyptian Theatre,
appeared some time in 2016 as if someone had paid them to suddenly appear. We had never had a homeless
encampment on Selma Avenue, ever.

 

We certainly do miss the Community Redevelopment Agency.

 

As business owners who have worked in Hollywood for over 30 years, we have seen the failure of mega-developments
such as The Galaxy and the Hollywood and Highland Project, which do not serve the needs of residents/locals, are
difficult to navigate, not easily accessible to the disabled and elderly and generic in their variety of shopping and dining
opportunities (if you are able to find your way inside or get upstairs).



 

H&H was supposed to be the great hope to bring people into the area, who would allegedly patronize our business. It
opened not long after we unveiled our $13 million adaptive re-use of the Egyptian Theatre. It did not deliver.

 

Ultimately, what brought people into the area to patronize our business was our own hard work. Although there are plenty
of tourists who come seeking historic L.A., our clientele is largely local. And when we say local, we cast the net pretty
wide. We attract people from as far away as San Bernadino and Riverside, Orange County, Santa Barbara, San Diego
and everywhere in between. Many of these patrons need to drive cars to get to the theatre. They need to park them
somewhere. It is not practical to take public transportation when you have a two hour drive home and the film ends at
midnight.

 

We offer a unique and authentic experience in perfect alignment with the story of the history of Hollywood, that the
Boulevard is trying to tell (despite its many obstacles). We have worked tirelessly to attract an audience to view movies
on the big screen. We successfully weathered the mobile media viewing revolution of the past decade and still manage to
attract 300 - 600 people a night to watch films as they were originally seen in our landmark theater – a theatre which
holds the distinction of being the location of the first Hollywood movie premiere (October 18, 1922) ever!  Now we risk
losing the audience our heritage business has worked so hard to attract since we re-opened the theatre on
December 4, 1998.

 

This theatre is the longest continuously running movie theatre in Hollywood. We have been on the Boulevard for
nearly 95 years. We attract people from out of state or even the country, who fly in for specific film festivals. Our
theatre is an icon of Hollywood.

 

Based on feedback from our audience members and our eyewitness-based knowledge of the realities of what goes on in
Hollywood, we know that Hollywood does not need a Las Vegas caliber hotel in a neighborhood bustling with students
from five schools. We do not need 30 story skyscrapers that are more than double the height of any other building in the
neighborhood – especially, knowing that our theatre (adjacent to the planned towers) incurred significant damage in the
1994 earthquake.  In an earthquake, it is conceivable that these towers could fall and damage the 1922 Egyptian Theatre,
as well as the equally historically significant Crossroads of the World (also, an Historic Cultural Monument).

 

What we need in Hollywood is affordable public parking for visitors to Hollywood Boulevard and stable residences that will
help this area to become a cohesive neighborhood. When people put down roots, they invest in their community and take
pride in it and that makes a world of difference. We want to be the community’s local theatre. We want long term
residents in the neighborhood, whose children grow up attending programs at the Egyptian Theatre, as the residents do
in the neighborhood surrounding our Aero Theatre in Santa Monica. The garden apartments on Selma and Las Palmas
are the type of the housing that families can make a home in. The lovely gardens give children a place to play. Perhaps
some additional courtyard apartments in a more human scale would be a more appropriate use of the land in this area.
Hollywood is severely lacking greenspace.

 

Although we understand that the city is trying to transition away from the personal automobile as the primary means of
transportation in Los Angeles, the concept that a century of car culture will disappear in the next few years, or that people
will be able to get everywhere they need to go in a city this large, with existing, inadequate public transportation, is
unrealistic. The promise of Harridge Development to buy the city a new bus is not going to mitigate traffic problems.

 

Thank you for offering us the opportunity to comment on this DEIR. This project needs to be re-thought to appropriately
serve the community. It is a great responsibility to develop this sensitive area which is a major thoroughfare to the 101
freeway and into the Valley, but also an area that is growing more residential by the day. There are ways to accomplish
two goals: Providing tourists much more of a positive Hollywood experience and giving locals the ability to enjoy
Hollywood, a precious heritage site that attracts people from all over the world.

 



We want to see what happens in Las Vegas stay in Las Vegas. We don’t need to duplicate it in Hollywood.

We had never had a 
homeless encampment on Selma Avenue, ever. 
 
We certainly do miss the Community Redevelopment Agency. 
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As business owners who have worked in Hollywood for over 30 years, we have seen the failure of mega-
developments such as The Galaxy and the Hollywood and Highland Project, which do not serve the 
needs of residents/locals, are difficult to navigate, not easily accessible to the disabled and elderly and 
generic in their variety of shopping and dining opportunities (if you are able to find your way inside or 
get upstairs).  
 
H&H was supposed to be the great hope to bring people into the area, who would allegedly patronize 
our business. It opened not long after we unveiled our $13 million adaptive re-use of the Egyptian 
Theatre. It did not deliver. 
 
Ultimately, what brought people into the area to patronize our business was our own hard work. 
Although there are plenty of tourists who come seeking historic L.A., our clientele is largely local. And 
when we say local, we cast the net pretty wide. We attract people from as far away as San Bernadino 
and Riverside, Orange County, Sant Barbara, San Diego and everywhere in between. Many of these 
patrons need to drive cars to get to the theatre. They need to park them somewhere. It is not practical 
to take public transportation when you have a two hour drive home and the film ends at midnight. 
 
We offer a unique and authentic experience in perfect alignment with the story of the history of 
Hollywood, that the Boulevard is trying to tell (despite its many obstacles). We have worked tirelessly to 
attract an audience to view movies on the big screen. We successfully weathered the mobile media 
viewing revolution of the past decade and still manage to attract 300 - 600 people a night to watch films 
as they were originally seen in our landmark theater – a theatre which holds the distinction of being the 
location of the first Hollywood movie premiere (October 18, 1922) ever!  Now we risk losing the 
audience our heritage business has worked so hard to attract since we re-opened the theatre on 
December 4, 1998. 
 
This theatre is the longest continuously running movie theatre in Hollywood. We have been on the 
Boulevard for nearly 95 years. We attract people from out of state or even the country, who fly in for 
specific film festivals. Our theatre is an icon of Hollywood. 
 
Based on feedback from our audience members and our eyewitness-based knowledge of the realities of 
what goes on in Hollywood, we know that Hollywood does not need a Las Vegas caliber hotel in a 
neighborhood bustling with students from five schools. We do not need 30 story skyscrapers that are 
more than double the height of any other building in the neighborhood – especially, knowing that our 
theatre (adjacent to the planned towers) incurred significant damage in the 1994 earthquake.  In an 
earthquake, it is conceivable that these towers could fall and damage the 1922 Egyptian Theatre, as well 
as the equally historically significant Crossroads of the World (also, an Historic Cultural Monument). 
 
What we need in Hollywood is affordable public parking for visitors to Hollywood Boulevard and stable 
residences that will help this area to become a cohesive neighborhood. When people put down roots, 
they invest in their community and take pride in it and that makes a world of difference. We want to be 
the community’s local theatre. We want long term residents in the neighborhood, whose children grow 
up attending programs at the Egyptian Theatre, as the residents do in the neighborhood surrounding 
our Aero Theatre in Santa Monica. The garden apartments on Selma and Las Palmas are the type of the 
housing that families can make a home in. The lovely gardens give children a place to play. Perhaps 
some additional courtyard apartments in a more human scale would be a more appropriate use of the 
land in this area. Hollywood is severely lacking greenspace. 
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Although we understand that the city is trying to transition away from the personal automobile as the 
primary means of transportation in Los Angeles, the concept that a century of car culture will disappear 
in the next few years, or that people will be able to get everywhere they need to go in a city this large, 
with existing, inadequate public transportation, is unrealistic. The promise of Harridge Development to 
buy the city a new bus is not going to mitigate traffic problems. 
 
Thank you for offering us the opportunity to comment on this DEIR. This project needs to be re-thought 
to appropriately serve the community. It is a great responsibility to develop this sensitive area which is a 
major thoroughfare to the 101 freeway and into the Valley, but also an area that is growing more 
residential by the day. There are ways to accomplish two goals: Providing tourists much more of a 
positive Hollywood experience and giving locals the ability to enjoy Hollywood, a precious heritage site 
that attracts people from all over the world. 
 
We want to see what happens in Las Vegas stay in Las Vegas. We don’t need to duplicate it in 
Hollywood.

I don't see movies in Hollywood ever (cos I have more convenient locations,
closer, with good Sunday $5 matinee deals, free parking, with ample restaurant options in
nearby vicinity). I do go to shows at the Pantages and Hollywood Palladium maybe 1-3X per year
and for those I find a parking lot nearby and pay $10-$25. Always try to find street parking first
especially if weekend and there is no metering, or after metering hours on weekdays to pay
zero. If go to a Hollywood Bowl concert I prefer to use the Park and Ride shuttle option (which I
take from Pasadena, $7 per person... just last week I took my dad and a friend to HBowl from
the Long Beach area via shuttle). Otherwise I park at Hollywood Bowl for what is likely $20-30.
But it sounds like you're not concerned so much about other places, just the Egyptian. So if
you're sending email notifications on upcoming movies make sure to have a sentence or link
that directs to your webpage with parking and transportation options. If you have a special
parking area and can guarantee a parking spot (for general sedans) and include that with a
movie ticket that could be an option you can sell. That would make it a convenient one stop
shop to facilitate the process. But I caution about the pricing. It's already generally very
expensive to see a movie so if the ticket prices is high AND the parking price is high I don't think
I'd even bother to buy. If I really wanted to see the movie then I'd get the ticket at the box office
(likely to avoid a service fee online) and take my chances with finding parking that day. But it
all is really too much to deal with. You have to take away all these barriers considering you
have traffic alone to deal with. The more green lights the better it is. Hope you can get
